General Rules

1.

The name of the rider, horse and the rider’s Rugby Riding Club membership number must appear at the top
of the points card and all continuation cards.

If a Non-Member becomes a member mid-way through the season, they can start to collect points from that
date onwards. Points cannot be claimed for placings awarded whilst a Non-Member.

Only one card can be used per rider/horse combination, so if you intend to compete with two horses, you
will need two cards — one for each horse.

Points can only be claimed for ridden classes. If you wish to collect in-hand points, please use the separate
in-hand points card.

Full details must be provided for each class that you claim points for i.e. if you come 1% in Mountain and
Moorland Ridden at the Spring Show.

Points will only count from March 2009 to October 2009.

Points will only count for classes held by the Rugby Riding Club Committee at Rugby Riding Club, as listed in
the Calendar 2009.
